At 5:42 p.m., Director Don Roe addressed the Commissioners and informed Chair Stauder a
quorum was present.

Chair Stauder called the meeting to order and asked for a motion on the minutes from the June 4,
2014 meeting. Commissioner Visintainer moved to approve; Alderman Krewson seconded. The
seven Commissioners present voted to approve by roll call vote: Susan Stauder, Ald. Lyda
Krewson, Ald. Shane Cohn, Rich Bradley, Dan Jay, Ted Spaid, Dave Visintainer,

Dick Zerega presented item 3, PDA-141-13-REZ — 3992 Gratiot — Rezone G & J to J — (CB
3956) — Forest Park Southeast Neighborhood, and noted that the Planning Commission had
recently seen the same property in a prior rezoning petition. Tom Jerry on behalf of Karl
Bissinger LLC, present owner of the property; Hugh Law on behalf of M & H Development
Group LLC; and Matt Byers of David Mason & Associates were all present to answer questions
from the commissioners. Commissioner Spaid moved to approve, and Commissioner Visintainer
seconded. Previous roll was requested. There was no objection to use of the previous roll, and
the item was approved with all voting yes.

Roman Kordal presented item 4, PDA4-073-14-RDM — 3150-56 S. Grand & 3515-21 Juniata
Area (Tower Grove East Neighborhood) — Chapter 99 Blighting Study and Redevelopment Plan
~ LCRA #1882 (CB 1463). David Bailey was present and answered questions about the project
from the Commissioners. The Commissioners asked several questions about the close proximity
of the redevelopment to the adjacent residences, and Mr. Bailey explained his plans to address
those concerns. The Commissioners recommended that a buffer be provided along the southern
and eastern perimeter of the Redevelopment Area and that this provision be incorporated in the
redevelopment agreement between LCRA and the redeveloper. Commissioner Jay moved to
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approve, and Alderman Krewson seconded. Previous roll was requested. There was no
objection to use of the previous roll, and the item was approved with all voting yes.

Dick Zerega presented item 5, PDA-104-14-TOP — North Riverfront Park Master Plan. He
indicated that at this time staff sought approval to place public notices for a public hearing for
the plan, with the public hearing to take place at a future meeting of the Commission. Alderman
Krewson moved to approve, and Commissioner Jay seconded. Previous roll was requested.
There was no objection to use of the previous roll, and the item was approved with all voting yes.

Don Roe noted that the list of items delegated to him for approval with his analysis and
recommendations was included with the materials provided to the Commissioners and invited
Commissioners who wish to discuss those items with him to do so at their convenience.

Chair Stauder asked for a motion to adjourn. Motion made by Commissioner Jay; Alderman
Cohn seconded. Hearing no objection, the meeting adjourned at 6:11 PM.
