Request from the Interim Director of Health for approval
 to add an Accountant II position to their Table of Organization, Department 700, Fund 1110.  The amount of $10,406.39 will be charged to Fund 1110 for the position until pay period ending December 3, 2011 for salaries, benefits and accrued leave.
  5. #10.287
Request from the Director of Commercial Development, St. Louis Development Corporation, for approval of Board Bill #203.  This ordinance is for issuance of up to $8,050,000 plus issuance costs principal amount of TIF Revenue Notes for MX TIF, Inc.  This project will allow for the renovation of the four-story commercial building with a portion of the 1st and 2nd floors redeveloped for commercial/retail uses and the remainder of the building for parking purposes.

Request from the Director of Commercial Development, St. Louis Development Corporation, for approval of Board Bill #213.  Chemical Building Acquisitions, LLC no longer owns the property.  This ordinance is for issuance of up to $4,227,000 plus issuance costs principal amount of TIF Revenue Notes for Lancaster Ventures, Ltd.  This project will allow for the rehabilitation of the 17-story building for commercial and residential uses.

Request from the Executive Director of St. Louis Development Corporation for approval of a transfer of $25,310 from the Improved Wharf Fund to the St. Louis Development Corporation for the sole purpose of maintaining the riverfront in accordance with the budget.

Request from the Acting Executive Director of Community Development Administration for approval of Board Bill #199, the Lead Hazard Reduction Demonstration Grant.  This contract allows the City to enter into a grant agreement with the Department of Housing and Urban Development for a $3,000,000 grant under the Lead Hazard Reduction Demonstration Grant Program. The funds from the grant will be used to remediate lead hazards in 
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housing units throughout the City and will assist in the implementation of the Mayor’s Comprehensive Action Plan to Eradicate Lead Poisoning.

Request from the Director of Commercial Development, St. Louis Development 


Corporation, for approval of Board Bill #221.  This ordinance authorizes 



issuance of $3,500,000 in revenue notes for Broadway Carrie, TIF, Inc. for 


development of this project.  This ordinance will clarify that Love’s Travel 


Stops & Country Stores, Inc. is an approved investor and that the TIF Notes 


and beneficial interest therein may be purchased 
by an original purchaser 


and transferred or assigned to Love’s.  It also provides for the creation 



of CID and TDD Revenue Funds in the Special Allocation Fund, and pledges 


certain funds in the CID and TDD Revenue Fund to repay the TIF Notes.  The 


project will include construction of a Love’s Travel Center.

Request from the Director of Commercial Development, St. Louis Development 


Corporation, for approval of Board Bill #218.  This ordinance is for issuance of 


up to $4,600,000 plus issuance costs principal amount of TIF Revenue Notes for 


C9 TIF, Inc.  Ballpark Lofts I, LLC is no longer the redeveloper of the property 


and C9 TIF, Inc. anticipates being the new developer.

This ordinance calls for the Mayor to appoint, with Board of E & A 


approval, a representative to engage in the process of meeting, conferring and 


discussing in good faith salaries and other conditions of employment.  Repeal of 


this ordinance will result in the Director of Personnel once again becoming the 


City bargaining representative.
