  4. #13.022
Request from the Acting Executive Director, CDA, for approval of a Board Bill, number unknown.  This ordinance authorizes the Mayor to submit an Annual Action Plan to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for the 2013 Community Development Block Grant ($17,386,179), HOME Investment Partnership ($2,423,586), Emergency Shelter Grant ($1,700,000) and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS ($1,415,000) and appropriating a total of $22,924,765 for said programs.

  5. #13.023
Request from the Director of Airports for approval of Board Bill #86.  This ordinance authorizes the Director of Airports and the Comptroller to enter into a five year service agreement between the City and Complete Auto Body & Repair, Inc.  This ordinance contains an emergency clause.  
 6.  #13.024
Request from the Director of Airports for approval of a Board Bill, number unknown. This ordinance repeals certain ordinances enacted in 1998 through 2005 pertaining to the regulations of and issuance of permits for ground transportation operators at Lambert-St. Louis International Airport; and the schedules of fees and charges for Airport Ground Transportation Operators; and enacts a new ordinance having the same subject matter.  This ordinance contains a severability clause and an emergency clause.
 7. #13.025
Request from the Director of Airports for approval of Board Bill #195. This ordinance authorizes the 1st Amendment to the East Terminal Agreement, AL-446.  It extends the contract for two years ending on December 31, 2014 at Lambert-St. Louis International Airport.  This ordinance contains a severability clause and an emergency clause.

  8. #13.026
Request from the Director of Airports for approval of Board Bill #197.  This ordinance establishes and authorizes a public works and improvement program for Building and Environs Projects at Lambert-St. Louis International Airport and authorizes an initial appropriation in the total amount of $4,250,000
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from the Airport Development Fund for work and services authorized herein.  This ordinance contains severability and an emergency clause.
 9. #13.027
Request from the Director of Airports for approval of Board Bill #196.  This ordinance authorizes and directs the Director of Airports and the Comptroller to enter into and execute an agreement for solid waste disposal and recycling services at Lambert-St. Louis International Airport with a five year term beginning on March 1, 2013 and ending on February 28, 2018.  This ordinance contains a severability clause and an emergency clause.
