Board Bill, number unknown.  This ordinance will provide for the Maintenance 

Agreement between the City of St. Louis and Forest Park Forever, and providing for the sale of bonds to finance improvements in the City’s parks.

  5. #10.276
Request from the Director of Airports for approval of a Board Bill, number unknown.  This ordinance ratifies and adopts the actions of the Mayor and the Comptroller in accepting and executing FAA Grant Agreement 130.  This grant will reimburse the Airport for direct costs associated with the design for the rehabilitation of a) Taxiway Delta (from Taxiway Kilo to Taxiway Juliet) –Phase 2 and b) Taxiway Echo (from Taxiway Lima to Taxiway Juliet) – Phase 2.  The federal reimbursement obligation would $7,318,112.  This ordinance contains an emergency clause.

The Lessee is a consortium of airlines that will take control of the operation, maintenance of the City’s aircraft fueling facilities at the airport.  This ordinance contains an emergency clause.

Partnership ($4,027,930), Emergency Shelter Grant ($865,500) and 



Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS ($1,375,800) and 




appropriating a total of $24,798,930 for said programs.

Request from the Acting Executive Director of Community Development 


Administration for approval of Board Bill #171.  This ordinance 




authorizes the Mayor to enter into and execute an agreement with the 



Missouri Department of Economic Development for a grant 




to assistant with the cost of repairs to homes in the City of St. Louis 



damaged by a tornado and associated storms that occurred on December 



31, 2010 in the amount of $500,000 and appropriating said $500,000 for 



said purpose.
