Cty of St. Louis Ordinance No. 69894

BOARD BILL NO. 126 INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN KENNETH ORTMANN

An ordinance pertaining to barbecuing in Benton Park; open fires and barbecuing pits are
only allowed in areas where a special event permit has been obtained through the Parks
Department and the site has been designated by the Parks Department; and containing a penalty
clause.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE. Open fires and barbecue pits shall only be allowed in Benton Park by
special event permit. The special event permit shall be obtained through the Parks Department
for a site has been designated by the Parks Department. Coals and litter shall be disposed of
properly.

SECTION TWO. Penalty Clause.

Any person found to be in violation of the provisions of this ordinance shall upon the

conviction thereof be fined twenty-five dollars ($25.00) for each such offense.
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
