An ordinance appropriating the sum of one hundred seventy-three thousand, 

two hundred and ninety-nine dollars ($173,299.00) from the milk fund (1112) 

to the 710 budget function item for the purpose of dealing with Syphilis, AIDS, 

and Hepatitis A, and other health related matters and containing an emergency 
clause. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS 

FOLLOWS:  

SECTION ONE. The sum of one hundred seventy-three thousand, two hundred 

and ninety-nine dollars ($173,299.00) is hereby appropriated from funds set 

aside and place in the mile fund to the 701 budget function to pay for dealing 

with Syphilis, AIDS, and Hepatitis A and other health related matters by 

contracting for the period of January 1, 1994 through June 30, 1994 with one 

crisis interventionist, two information specialists for sexually transmitted 

disease outreach activities for a total sum of $35,000; to contract for the period 

of November 1, 1993 through January 31, 1994 with a financial administrator 

for coordinating the financial aspects of administration of the Title 1 Ryan 

White funds in total sum of $12,000; to purchase one large cargo van for health 

screening activity in the community, including Syphilis, AIDS, Lead and 

Hepatitis in the total sum of $40,000; to purchase a dog warden truck with a 

two-way radio in order to apprehend stray animals and apprehend biting 

animals for the total sum of $24,700.00; to purchase computer equipment and 

installation and post installation support in the total sum of $42,310; to 

purchase a digital film recorder for health promotion in the total sum of 

47,000.00; to purchase laundry equipment for the purpose of sanitizing 

laboratory coats in the total sum of $700.00; and office equipment for the total 

sum of $11,589.00. The fund is appropriated as follows:  

5401  Office Equipment  $11,589.00 

5403 Motor Vehicle Equipment  64,700.00 

5404 Laundry Equipment  700.00 

5413  Computer Equipment  38,310.00 



5508 Contract Repairs to Equipment  11,000.00 

5841 Aids Prevention Contracts  47,000.00 

 

SECTION TWO. This Ordinance, being necessary for the immediate 

preservation of the public health, safety and general welfare, shall be and is 

hereby declared to be an emergency measure within the meaning of Article IV, 

Sections 19 and 20, of the Charter of the City of St. Louis, and as such shall 
take effect immediately upon its approval by the Mayor.  
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
