An ordinance amending Ordinance 65233 authorizing the designation of honorary 3 

street names within the City of St. Louis, the basis for recognition, requiring payment for 4 

the cost and installation of honorary signs and limiting the number of board bills 5 

authorizing the designation of honorary street names. 6 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS: 7 

SECTION ONE.   Ordinance 65233, approved June 29, 2001, is hereby amended 8 

to read as follows: 9 

A. Whenever the Board of Aldermen for the City of St. Louis determines to 10 

recognize an individual or group of individuals by naming a street or other public 11 

easement in honor of such individual or group of individuals, the street or other public 12 

easement shall retain its official name and its legal status, and a suitable sign shall be 13 

installed by the Director of Streets at the location designated by the ordinance indicating 14 

the name of the individual or group of individuals to be so honored.  The ordinance shall 15 

also include the basis for the individual or group of individuals to be so honored by an 16 

honorary street name. 17 

B. The actual costs for the manufacturing, installation and any other related 18 

costs for the honorary street name sign shall be paid to the Street Department prior to the 19 

manufacturing and installation of said sign by the individual or group of individuals 20 

requesting the honorary street name sign. 21 

C. During each annual session an alderman shall introduce no more than two 22 

(2) board bills authorizing the designation of honorary street names. 23
